The Instructions for these are -:

· Family Collage
You can make a great family collage by cutting out pictures of family members and gluing them to card board
Supplies:

· Family photos

· Scissors

· Glue

· Thick paper or cardboard

· Markers (to decorate your collage) and stickers.

	
	Cut a variety of pictures of family members from photos. Make sure you ask your parents before you cut any photos!

Glue the pictures onto the paper or cardboard.
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	Decorate the collage using markers and make a border with stickers.



Shoe Box Guitar
This is an easy way to make a guitar using an old shoe box or tissue box, rubber bands, scissors, an empty foil tube, and a pencil. 
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	· Find an old shoe box, tissue box, or other cardboard box.

· Have an adult cut an oval-shaped hole in the top.
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	Stretch a few rubber bands around the box and over the hole.
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	Put a pencil under the rubber bands on one side.
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	Optional steps. Tape on a foil tube and decorate the box.


Photo frame

The things you need:  Ice Cream sticks, Fevicol, Colors. Thick string or wire , Stickers
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Step 1 Collect around 15 ice cream sticks. For the base of the frame,          stick the ice cream sticks as shown in the picture (A).

Step 2 Leave half-an-inch space from all the sides and glue four sticks on the base to make the upper layer of the frame.

Step 3 Slide the photograph through the gap.

Step 4 Take a thick wire or a string to make a loop. Stick the two ends of the loop at the back of the frame. You can now hang your photo frame. As in Picture (B)
You can draw a variety of patterns on the side of your photo frame with the help of crayons.

sunflower.sunflower.Top of Form

Sunflower.

Supplies needed: 1 Small plain paper plate , Foil roll ,Green Florescent sheet ,Yellow Florescent sheet(a few sheets) ,Scissors ,Pencil ,Tape ,Fevicol ,Stapler, Black bindis
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	The Stem of the Sunflower: Use glue or tape to wrap a piece of green florescent paper around an empty foil tube.
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	The Petals of the Sunflower: Trace your handprints on yellow florescent paper. Cut them out. You'll need about 6 handprints.
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	The Sunflower: Glue or staple the handprints around the small paper plate. Paste small black sticker bindis in the center. 
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	Staple the stem to the flower (you'll have to flatten the top of the foil tube in order to staple it). You now have a huge sunflower!
